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Springwood School Achieved Outstanding Scores on the SAT10 

 
Springwood School achieved outstanding scores on the Stanford Achievement Tests taken last spring. 
The Alabama Independent School Association (AISA) recognizes the academic achievements of schools 
whose SAT10 scores in grades 2, 4, 6, and 8 are exemplary. Springwood’s second grade and sixth grade 
ranked 1st among all AISA schools in the state, with complete battery scores in the 85th and 86th 
percentiles respectively. Springwood’s fourth grade ranked 7th among 51 schools and eight grade ranked 
5th among 53 schools in the state with scores in the 82nd and 78th percentiles in that order.  Even though 
Springwood annually tests students through 9th grade, the AISA only performs statistical analysis for 
grades 2, 4, 6, and 8.
